FIRE-WISE LANDSCAPING:

PRINCIPLE 1 - Create defendable space near your house

e Pathsanddriveways: Usegravel,brick, concrete or
noncombustibles.

e Mulch: Use crushed rock or pebbles, not straw or
woodchips.

e Pools, frog-bogs and ponds: Locate between your
house and likely fire-front.

e Fences: Replace wooden or brush with metal or brick.

e Earth banks and stone walls: Canbeusedas
fire-wise landscape features.

o Sprinkler systems and rainwater tanks: Make
installation a priority.

PRINCIPLE 3 — Thoughtfully place, space and care for plants
e Near the house, only use low-growing plants e.g. succulents, salt
Prune branches that over-hang the house e.g. from neighbors.

Maintain the garden: Trim and remove dead material in fire-season.
Capture and direct rainwater: Keep lawns and gardens green in

Space trees at least 1.5 x their mature height away from the house.
e Plant trees apart to allow at least 2m between mature canopies.
